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On the Geographical Studies of Pilgrimage
by Gisbert Rinschede
Uber die geographischen Forschungen zum Pilgerphinomen

Pilgrimage is often dealt with as a theme of geography of religion. One of the geogra-
phers grappling with it energetically is Gisbert Rinschede. His papers concerning pil-
grimage are as shown in Table 1. They can be classified into five realms: framework
and methodology (No.1, 4, 11), Lourdes (No.2, 3, 6), Fatima (No.5, 10), United States
(No.8), and religious tourism (No.7, 9) . Though there are some differences in nuance
by research fields, he clearly emphasizes the aspects of pilgrims as a social group (So-
zialgruppe), pilgrims’ influences on settlement, economy and other phenomena, and ac-
tivity space (Aktionsraum) of pilgrims and pilgrim-tourists. His point of view against a
socio-geographical background suggests a new direction for the geographical study of
Japanese pigrimage which has been made almost from the historio-geographical stand-

point.
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
